1. Registration Forms & Registration Fee Submitted.

___   Family Application for Student Enrollment (Note the Form used for Kindergarten) 

___   Application Form for each student  

___   Application for Parent Membership to the Society 

___   Pastor’s Reference Form 

___   Statement of Faith (from each believing parent) 

___   Report Cards & Assessments as applicable 

___   Documentation for Name, Birthdate, Citizenship 

 

2. Society Membership:  An Admissions Interview with the parents is scheduled after all the 

registration forms including the Pastor’s Reference have been received.  The purpose is to get to 

know the family better including their faith position and supports to help accomplish the mission 

statement for the home, church and school partnering together.  It is also an opportunity for 

parents to ask any questions they may have.  Upon recommendation to the Board, the membership 

to the Society is processed. 

 

3. Resource Review for Classroom Placement:  When there is space available in the classroom, the 

Resource Teacher reviews the report cards and educational documents to determine the needs of 

the child together with classroom suitability.  Upon resource recommendation, the child’s 

placement is confirmed.  If there is no space available, the student remains on the wait list until 

there is an opening, at which time the resource review takes place for placement.
